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(Whereupon, the jury enters the courtroom.)

THE COURT: On the record in the State of
Arizona versus Steven Carroll DeMocker. Mr. DeMocker is
present. All of the attorneys are present, and the jury is
present. The witness, Detective Edgerton, has resumed the
witness stand, and she has previously been sworn.

And, Mr. Butner, when you are ready, you

may continue with your direct examination.

MR. BUTNER: Thank you, Judge.

PAMELA EDGERTON,
previously called as a witness, having been duly sworn,
testified further as follows:
DIRECT EXAMINATION RESUMED

BY MR. BUTNER:

Q. Detective Edgerton, we were talking about items
that you had discovered during the course of the search
warrant, and you went over to Alpine Meadows and began
searching over there; right?

A. Yes.

Q. And this was -- we were talking about the search
warrant that was executed at Alpine Meadows on October 23rd
of the year 2008.

Do you recall that?

A. Yes, I do.

Q. That as I recall is Exhibit 801.
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And, of course, we had been referring to
the supplement on 801 that was attached. And if you would
refer to this exhibit for your testimony rather than your own
file that would probably be the best.

And this -- what I am showing you right
now -- this portion of Exhibit 801, already admitted into
evidence, which recites at Page 1 of 3, et cetera, does that
describe the items that you were the finder of and helped
seize during the course of the search at Alpine Meadows?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. Referring to that, we talked about the two
bags of golf clubs that you seized; right?

A. Yes, sir.

Q. Okay. And then you went from the garage area into
the residence; is that correct?

A. Correct.

Q. And I believe that we were discussing, when we
concluded your testimony yesterday, that you had seized items
that were indicia of ownership; right?

A. That's correct.

Q. And Exhibit -- we had that in an envelope, 3109.
Let me show you what's now been marked as Exhibit 3255.

Do you recognize that particular object?

A. Yes, I do.

Q. What is that?
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A. It's an envelope with Mr. Steven DeMocker's name,

address.

Q. And where did you first see that particular
object?

A. On the desk in the master bedroom at the Alpine

Meadows residence.

Q. On October 23rd of the year 2008?
A. Yes.

Q. You seized it at that time?

A I did.

MR. BUINER: I'd move for the admission of
Exhibit No. 3255.
THE COURT: May I see it?
Go ahead, Mr. Sears.
MR. SEARS: No objection.
THE COURT: Okay. 3255 is admitted.
MR. BUTNER: Thanks, Judge.
Q. Okay. After seizing the envelope, did you
continue to search in that area?
A. Yes, I did.
Q. And did you notice anything of evidentiary
significance that you located in the area of the desk?
A. Well, there's other items of indicia that were
seized.

Q. Right. And we covered those yesterday in your
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testimony. And then did you move on to another item or items

that you seized in the search?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. And what was the next series of items that you
seized?

A. CDs, homemade CDs, that looked like they weren't

commercially bought.

Q. Okay. And how many of those did you seize in this
first seizure for Item No. 31107

A. 3110, there were 32 CDs.

Q. And did you find anything -- you submitted those
for analysis; right?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. Was anything of evidentiary significance found to
your understanding?

A. Not that I was made aware of.

Q. Okay. And then in addition to those items, did
you find anything else of significance on Mr. DeMocker's desk
that you thought might be appropriate for seizure?

A. Well, there were other -- there was one more CD.
We were collecting any media storage devices. So there was
one other CD.

Q. What item number was that?

A. 3112.

Q. And you seized that particular CD also; is that
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correct?
A, Yes.
Q. And that was submitted for analysis?
A. Yes, sir.
Q. To your understanding was anything of evidentiary

value found in regard to that CD?
MR. SEARS: Hearsay. Foundation.
Speculation.
MR. BUTNER: Fine. Withdrawn.
Q. Moving along to Item 3111, between 3110 and 3112,

did you see some other items laying on the desk?

A. Yes, I did. There was a --

Q. Let me show you what's been marked as Exhibit 2840
and Exhibit 28 -- oops, I'm sorry. I thought that was what
that was -- okay. What was item 31117

A. It was a paper sack with five more homemade CDs in
it.

Q. And all of these CDs that you seized pursuant to

the search warrant, did you ever find anything of evidentiary
value after analysis?

MR. SEARS: Foundation --

THE WITNESS: Not to my knowledge.

MR. SEARS: -- she didn't perform the
analysis, Your Honor. Calls for hearsay.

THE COURT: Sustained with regard to
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foundation.

MR. BUTNER: I understand, Judge.

Q. You didn't analyze any of the CDs; did you?

A. No, I did not.

Q. You submitted them to the lab for analysis?

A, Correct.

Q. Okay. And you relied upon what the lab told you?
A. Yes.

Q. Okay. In addition to the CDs, did you see

anything else on Mr. DeMocker's desk?

A. Yes, I did.
Q. What did you see?
A, There were two paperback books, identical

paperback books, on the desk. When I first saw them, they
were upside down.

Q. Okay. I have Exhibits 2841 and 2840 here. I am
going to take those out, and would you put them in the

position in which you discovered them.

A, (Witness complies.)

Q. And where were they when you discovered them?

A. On the desk. I believe in the upper, right-hand
corner.

Q. And did you then turn them over and take a look at
them?

A, Yes.
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Q. In fact, looking at Exhibits 2840 and 2841, are

those the items that you saw there?

A. Yes.

Q. And so you seized these two paperback books?

A. Yes.

Q. And what was it about these books that you thought

was of evidentiary significance?
A. The title of the books appeared to be suspicious.
Q. And showing you what's already admitted into -- I
thought this was. Let me show you what's been marked as
Exhibit No. 523.

Do you recognize that?

A. Yes. It's the two books.
Q. Is it the photograph of the two books?
A. Yes, sir.
MR. BUINER: Judge, I move -- I guess I'd move

for the admission of the two items. I thought 523 was in
evidence. But I'll just move for the admission of Exhibit
2840 and 2841.
MR. SEARS: No objection.
THE COURT: 2840 and 2841 are admitted.
BY MR. BUTNER:
Q. So you looked through these two books?
A. Briefly.

Q. And what was it that concerned you about the books
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that made you think they were of evidentiary wvalue?

MR. SEARS: Relevance.

THE COURT: Overruled. You may answer if you
can.

THE WITNESS: The title, The International
Fugitive. And the fact there were two of them, identical,
both on the desk. Just appeared to be something that might
have been purchased in lieu of flight.
BY MR. BUTNER:

Q. Okay. Did you have an understanding as to why you

were executing a search warrant on October 23rd of the year

2008 at Mr. DeMocker's residence?

A. Yes.
Q. What was your understanding?
A. To gather evidence of Mr. DeMocker's possible

involvement in the homicide.

Q. And did you have an understanding as to why you
were doing this on October 23rd of 2008, specifically?

A, Not that I recall right now.

Q. In going through Mr. DeMocker's residence on
October 23rd of the year 2008, did you find any other items
of evidentiary value?

A. Yes.

Q. What?

A, Well, moving down the list, the next item that I
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found, No. 3115, was a new Garmin GPS unit.

Q. And when you say "new" what do you mean by that?

A. It was still -- it was either in the box or all
the packaging was right there with it, as well as a receipt
with a date when it was purchased.

Q. Let me show you what has been marked as Exhibit

No. 3254 for identification purposes. Would you take a look

at that.
First of all, do you recognize the
packaging?
A. Yes.
Q. When you seized the Item 3115, did you have it

marked and placed in sheriff's evidence?
A. Yes.
Q. And have you actually reviewed this item of

evidence? Actually, yesterday?

A. Yes, I did.
Q. And what does it contain?
A. A GPS unit and paperwork, maps -- excuse me,

software for maps, different areas to go along with the GPS

unit. I believe this has the receipts in it, as well.
Q. Would you take a look and make sure, please.
A. It has the original packaging. It's repackaged.

The original evidence packaging?

&0

Yes. There are micro cards, other memory storage
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units, presumably, for the GPS. But they were seized, and
they were in the same area as the GPS unit.
Q. The object in your hand; what is that?
A, That's the GPS.
MR. SEARS: Your Honor, I think technically
this is not in evidence yet.
MR. BUTINER: I'd move for the admission of
Exhibit No. 3254 at this time.
THE COURT: Mr. Sears?
MR. SEARS: As long as we're going to waive it
around, I have no objection, Your Honor.
THE COURT: 3254 is admitted.
MR. BUTNER: And Judge, I have the photograph
that we can substitute at a later time marked as Exhibit 524.
I'll have the witness identify that at this time.
THE COURT: That was my question.
Mr. Sears, have you seen the photograph
of the items?
MR. SEARS: Yes.
BY MR. BUTNER:
Q. Would you take a look at Exhibit 524.

Do you recognize that?

A. Yes, I do.
Q. Is that a photograph of the items that you seized?
A. Yes.
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MR. BUTNER: Okay. I would move for the
admission of 524 at this time.

MR. SEARS: No objection.

THE COURT: What is that the number again?

MR. BUTNER: 524, Judge.

THE COURT: Okay. Then 524 is the admitted.

BY MR. BUTNER:

Q. Okay. Taking a look at those items, were you able
to establish -- when I say "those items," I'm referring to
Exhibit No. 3254 -- were you able to establish when they were
purchased?

A. Yes. There were two receipts in there. One was

dated 7/24/08, which was for the GPS unit and the software
itself. Basically, everything in the package, there's a
receipt for 7/24/08.

And there's a second receipt for August 9
of '08, and that's for just three micro SD cards, which are
the little storage cards for the -- presumably for the GPS
unit.

Q. Okay. So when was the GPS purchased according to
the receipts that you found?

A. April -- or excuse me -- July 24th, 2008.

Q. And then the equipment that helps make the GPS
work, for lack of a better way to describe it, when was that

purchased?
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A. On August 9th, 2008.
Q. And where specifically were those items located

when you seized them?

15

A. On -- it was in a black bag underneath the desk in

the master bedroom.

MR. SEARS: I'm sorry. I didn't hear that
last question and answer, Your Honor.

MR. BUTNER: Would you please say that out
loud, close to the microphone.

MR. SEARS: I didn't hear the question, Your

Honor. I'm sorry.

THE COURT: Roxanne, could you read that back.

(Whereupon, the relevant portion

of the record was read back.)

THE COURT: Thank you.

MR. SEARS: Thank you, Your Honor.
BY MR. BUTNER:

Q. Going back for a moment to your search at the

Bridle Path residence, would you describe how you first
entered the residence and what you did at that point in time

to familiarize yourself with the scene?

MR. SEARS: Foundation as to date, Your Honor.

MR. BUTNER: I'll ask it again, Judge.
Withdrawn.

Q. On July the 3rd of the year 2008, did you go to
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the Bridle Path residence?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. And on that date before you began executing the
search warrant there, did you in some fashion familiarize

yourself with the crime scene and the residence?

A. Yes.

Q. Would you describe how you did that for us,
please.

A. When I first arrived and checked into the scene,

walked up towards the house, didn't see anybody. I believe
at that time, from memory, I believe I walked in through --
don't think it would be considered a front door, maybe a sid
door that opens onto the kitchen area. Walked in there.
There still wasn't anybody that I could see in the residence
so I just kind of looked around a little bit there in the
kitchen, and then I walked back out, I believe, the kitchen
door and around the back because I was still looking for
somebody to kind of brief with and find out what we were
doing. And that's when I found people on the back porch and
talked with them.

Q. And then after meeting with the people on the bac
porch and discussing -- as I recall your prior testimony --
discussing how were you going to executive the search
warrant; right?

A. Yes.

16
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Q. Did you walk around the perimeter of the
residential building itself, that is, under the porches and
along the walls, looking at various things?

A. Yes. Somewhat.

Q. Okay. And in doing that, did you go to the north
gside of the house?

A, I think you'll have to be more specific. I'm not
sure which is north in that area.

Q. Thinking back to the Bridle Path residence, you
recall the room in which Virginia Carocl Kennedy's body was
located; right?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. Did you go around to the outside door of
that room?

A. Yes.

Q. Did you notice anything of significance when you

were there outside the door of the office at Bridle Path, the

room in which Virginia Carol Kennedy's body was located?

A. The only thing I really saw was there was a
reddish stain, just a circle, red stain on the ground right
outside the door, which I thought could be blood.

Q. And were you there when swabs were taken of that
particular stain?

A. I believe I was at the residence. I wasn't

observing swabs being taken.
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Q. While you were outside the office door there at

Bridle Path, did anybody check to see if that door opened or

closed?
A. Yes, the door was --
Q. When was that?
A. I couldn't tell you when.
Q. Okay. Well, was anybody inside the door while you

were standing outside the door at the office?

A. At different times. Do you mean the first time I
entered?
Q. No. I'm talking about -- at some point in time,

did people or some person check the status of that door in
your presence to see if it was locked or unlocked?

A. I don't recall them doing that in my presence. I
was there much later than many of the other detectives.

Q. Were you there at the same time that Lieutenant
Rhodes was there?

A. I remember seeing him there, but I was -- I
arrived at the scene about 11:00, I believe. I think
everybody else was there much earlier than me.

MR. BUTNER: I don't have any further
guestions of this witness at this time, Judge. Thank you.
THE COURT: Thank you, Mr. Butner.
Mr. Sears, cross-examination.

MR. SEARS: Thank you, Your Honor.
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CROSS-EXAMINATION

BY MR. SEARS:

Q. Good morning, Detective.

A. Good morning.

Q. Welcome back.

A. Thank you.

Q. I want to talk to you about this piece of desk

molding here. I'm not going to take it out right now because
I don't want to take the time to put on gloves.

This is the piece of desk molding that
you had and you showed the jury, let them inspect it; right?

A. Correct.

Q. Now, on one part of your testimony yesterday, you
said, I thought, that you didn't have to move Carol Kennedy's
body to pick up this piece of desk molding off the ground.

Is that what you said?

A. I believe that's what I said.

Q. Okay. And then I thought I heard you say later
that this piece of desk molding was at least under her hair
if not under her head and her upper body when you picked it
up.

Is that right?
A. From the pictures, yes, it appears that way.
Q. Okay. So now, looking at the pictures, it's quite

likely that you had to, at a minimum, touch the body to take
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this piece of molding away; correct?

A. I remember you asking me if the item was moved --
excuse me, removed before or after the body was removed, and
I remember telling you I thought it was prior to the body
being removed. I'm not positive of that right now, but if
that is correct -- if my answer is correct -- I would say it
was touching the hair, and it was just removed from
underneath the hair.

Q. We can get this out if you need to look at it
again to refresh your recollection.

This piece of desk molding has blood all
over it; doesn't it?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. This piece of desk molding has some human

hairs or some kind of hair stuck to the blood; doesn't it?

A. Yes.
Q. You could see that. We could all see that;
correct?
il A. Correct.
Q. You came over and showed it to us, and we could

see that; right?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. Now, did you see the hair on that piece of
molding on July 3, 2008, when you collected it?

A. Probably. I don't have independent memory of it
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at that time.

Q. When you were there at 11:30 or so in the morning,
the autopsy of Carol Kennedy hadn't taken place because her
body is right there in the room with you; correct?

A. At that time, yes.

Q. Okay. And you understand that later on that
afternoon at the autopsy there was a discussion between the
medical examiner, Dr. Keen, and some of your fellow
detectives about possible weapons that could have caused
these terrible injuries; right?

A. Yes.

Q. But at the time you collected this piece of desk

molding, it could have been a weapon; correct?

A. I didn't see it as a weapon, but it could have
been.

Q. Okay. Well, let's stop and think about what it
is. You said, and we looked at photographs yesterday -- but
we'd have to set the screen up again to show you -- but you

remember the photographs where you could see the place on the

desk where this molding should have been?

A, Yes.
Q. You could see the little pegs -- you called them
dowels -- the little pegs in the desk where the molding would

have snapped right in place; right?

A. Right.
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Q. And, in fact, one of those little pieces of wood
is still embedded in this piece of desk molding; correct?

A. Yes.

22

Q. All right. So one of the things I assume that you

were thinking about, as a trained detective with all the

experience you have, is: Why is that off the desk?

A. Well, ves.

Q. Okay. Then there could be a lot of explanations;
right?

A, Yes.

Q. One of the explanations could have been it just

fell off the desk before anything happened in that room that

caused the death of Carol Kennedy; right?

A. Possibly.

Q. And she just landed on top it of it; correct?

A, Yes.

Q. But another possibility is that whomever did this

to Carol Kennedy could have struck her with that piece of
wood; right?

A. I guess that's a possibility.

Q. Okay. Now Mr. Butner here asked you whether you
saw any dents or scratches on that piece of molding; right?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. When he asked you that question, were you

thinking about whether you saw any scratches yesterday or two
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years ago?

A. I think when he asked me that question is after I
already had it in my hand, so I was answering from what I saw
right there.

Q. Okay. Did you see the injuries to Carol Kennedy's
right arm when she was at the scene with you on July 3, 20087
Could you see the injuries to her arm?

A. I believe -- I'm trying to remember which side of
her body was up -- I believe her right side was up.

Everything that was obvious, without
moving the body, to be able to be seen I did look over, you

know, as much of that body as I could.

Q. Did you go to the autopsy?
A. No.
Q. So you didn't see when she was there for everyone

to see the terrible injuries to her head and to her face and
to her arm. You didn't see those; right?
A. Some of it on her head could be seen, but not to

the extent of the autopsy.

Q. Have you ever looked at the photographs from her
autopsy?

A. Yes, I believe I have.

Q. OCkay. Are you aware that Dr. Keen observed that

she had two parallel contusions on her arm, on her forearm

that went up towards her elbow? Do you remember those
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injuries?
A. I don't recall it, no.
Q. Okay. Let's assume, for purposes of the next

question, that she did have those injuries. And we've heard
testimony from Dr. Keen and seen these pictures time and
again in this case. It is reasonable to assume, isn't it,
that those injuries could have been caused by this object,
this piece of desk molding. I'm talking about these
contusions.

MR. BUTNER: Objection. Calls for speculation
by this witness. She's already testified she didn't recall
any of that, Judge, and she wasn't at the autopsy.

THE COURT: Overruled. She may answer that if
she can.

THE WITNESS: I was going to say I don't like
assuming, especially when I don't know the answer for sure.
So I don't want to assume and then answer a question based on
an assumption.

BY MR. SEARS:
Q. Okay. Well, I'm going to see if we can talk about
something that's a little more concrete.
If you were to lay your arm on that bench
there and I were to take this piece of desk molding and hit
you with it, it might leave a mark; right?

MR. BUTNER: Objection. Relevance.
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THE COURT: Overruled. You may answer that.
THE WITNESS: I would imagine.
BY MR. SEARS:
Q. And if I hit you very hard with it, it might leave
a very deep, permanent mark; right?
A. Permanent -- well, maybe if you broke the bone or

something. I'm not sure.

Q. A mark that would last more than a few minutes;
right?

A, Probably, ves.

Q. Would be vigible sometime later on the same day;
correct?

A. Yes. Depending on how hard you hit.

Q. Okay. And if I hit you twice, I might leave two

marks; right?
A. Possibly.
Q. Okay. And do you remember how this object, this

piece of desk molding, was shaped?

A, Yes.

Q. Okay. And it had a rounded corner, and that would
be the corner that was on the edge of the desk -- I'm
pointing to this file cabinet here -- the rounded part would

be out here; right?
A, Yes.

Q. But then it had sharper edges, which would have
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been the part that -- I'm having a difficult time describing
this -- this would be sometimes described as a partially
round piece of wood, and it's square on the backside.
Is that a fair description?
A. I remember what it looked like. 1I'm not really

following your description.

Q. Okay. There were sharp edges; right?
A. On the insides, vyes.
Q. On the inside. Right. Okay.

And those might cause a different kind of
mark on a person's arm if the person were struck with those
edges; correct?

A. Yes. Possibly.

Q. OCkay. This piece of molding here -- let me see
what the final exhibit number was. Looks like it might be
3251 in evidence, which is the actual piece of molding here.

This has some "heft" to it. H-E-F-T,
heft; right?

A. Somewhat. Yes.

Q. Okay. It's not so flimsy that you would expect it
to shatter if somebody was struck with it?

A. That's correct.

Q. Okay. Do you know what a "linear" object is when
a pathologist and medical people are talking about linear

objects? Do you have some sense of what that is?

A. I know linear comes from line.

Q. Okay. Would you think that this is an example --
this being 3251 -- is an example of a linear object?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. As you sit here now, if you need to take a

moment and think about it, can you recall, looking back at
July 3, 2008, whether you picked up that piece of molding,
3251, after Carol Kennedy's body had been removed or while it
was still there?
MR. BUTNER: Objection. Asked and answered.
THE COURT: Overruled. You may answer that.
THE WITNESS: I just don't recall. I know
there are times when the autopsy started. Times, probably,
when the body was removed. There were times when the object
was seized, and I know what time the object was seized. I
don't know the times of those other events.
BY MR. SEARS:
Q. What time was the object seized?
Are you looking at Exhibit 8017
A. Actually, yeah. This one wouldn't have the --

this is just the Alpine Meadows, so I have it in my own file.

Q. Take a minute and find that for me; would you
please.
A. That Item No. 506, the desk trim, was seized at

14:39, 2:39 in the afternoon.

Q. Okay. If I told you that other witnesses
including your colleague, Detective Jaramillo, said that the
body was put in a body bag and removed to go to the autopsy
shortly before 1:00 p.m., does that help you remember whether
the body was there?

What did you say, 2:29?

A 2:39
Q 2:39
Was the body gone, then?
A. Yes. It would have been gone.
Q. Okay. So now looking back and looking at your

notes, when you took that piece of desk molding, Carol
Kennedy was gone; right?

A. That's correct.

Q. Now, there was, in the photograph you saw and the
photograph that we've all seen here a number of times now, a
white plastic bottle with a red cap on it very near that

piece of desk molding; right?

A, Yes.
Q. What was that?
A. Since looking at the pictures, it was just a small

plastic bottle of pet odor remover. Like carpet cleaner.
Q. Okay. And that had blood all over it; right?
A, Yes.

Q. Okay. And it was very near the top of Carol
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Kennedy's body, near her arm and her head; right?

A. Yes.

Q. You didn't take that?

A, No.

Q. Now you said you had hundreds of hours of training

in various aspects of investigation and police work; right?

A. Yes.

Q. Somewhere in those hundreds of hours was it ever
suggested that when you were collecting evidence at a murder
scene that it's a good idea to take objects next to or
touching the victim's body, particularly if they are covered
with blood?

A. I don't recall if that specifically has ever been
said. It seems reasonable, but I don't recall.

Q. Now, let's think about this white plastic bottle.
She's not laying on top of the bottle. We've seen the

pictures; right?

A. Correct.
Q. But it's got blood all the way around it; right?
A. Definitely blood on it. I didn't say it was all

the way around it.

Q. Well, how did that blood get there?
A. I don't know.
Q. Would it be reasonable to assume that at one time

the victim was lying on that white plastic bottle?
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A. I couldn't say. I don't recall what the blood
looked like now from, you know, two years ago.
Q. Well, we'll get some photographs out here in a bit
and look at those photographs.
We talked about the hair on the piece of
desk molding, and we talked about the blood on the bottle.

You do remember the blood on the bottle;

right?
A. Yes.
Q. That it had blood. You just can't picture what

the blood looked like?

A. Correct.

Q. You know from your experience and being at crime
scenes that fingerprints, latent fingerprints, are sometimes
discoverable in human blood; correct?

A. Yes.

Q. And it's different than touching blood and then
touching some other surface and leaving a bloody fingerprint.
I'm talking about a fingerprint and an actual bloody surface.
Just a fingerprint or a palm print; right?

A. I'm not sure I understand the question.

Q. Okay. I'm talking about a fingerprint on the
blood itself.

Have you ever seen that?

A. Possibly. I don't really recall.
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Q. Okay. So who made the request for scientific
examination on that piece of molding, 3251? Did you do it?

A, No, I don't believe I did that personally.
Probably was the case agent.

Q. It would have made sense to process that piece of
molding for blood; correct? To see if that's blood or
something else; right? That would be one test you would
think would be logical; right?

A. Probably.

Q. Wouldn't it make sense to see whose blood it might
be by looking for DNA; correct?

A. Possibly. But it seemed obvious at the time.

Q. Well, that's an interesting point. Let's go there
for a minute. There's blood everywhere on this lady, under
this lady, on the desk. We've seen these pictures now many,
many times; right?

A. Yes.

Q. Can you say as you sit here today that all of that
blood was Carol Kennedy's?

A. No.

Q. When you say it's reasonable to assume, that's
what you're thinking of that it's probably her blood; right?

A. Just given the amount of blood and on her and in
the room, yes.

Q. Just looking at blood as a trained detective, when
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you see blood in the area, you can't tell whose blood that is

just by looking at it; can you?

A. Correct.

Q. Okay. It has to be tested and analyzed; right?
A. Yes.

Q. Okay. And you don't know, I assume on July 3,

2008, exactly how this woman died; right?

A. Correct.

Q. You don't know how many people attacked her;
right?

A. Correct.

Q. You don't know what they were using to injure her;
right?

A. That's correct.

Q. And you don't know whether they got cut and bled;
right?

A. That's correct.

Q. So some of that blood someplace in that room could

have been blood from the person or persons that did this;

right?

A. It is possible.

Q. Were the DPS criminalists in that room with you at
anytime?

A. They were, I believe. Now, I better not guess at

that. They definitely were in the room at the same time that
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I was.

Q. Did you know them?

A. I had met at least one of them before.

Q. Which one?

A. Kortney.

Q. Kortney Snider?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. What was Kortney Snider doing when you were
there?

A. I know she was swabbing, but, like I said, I'm not

sure she was swabbing at the same time I was picking up
evidence or 1f possibly I picked up -- we picked up all of
our evidence and then she swabbed afterwards.

Q. Nobody from the Yavapai County Sheriff's Office
was doing any swabbing for blood or other evidence in that
room while you were there; right?

A. I didn't. I don't believe so. I believe DPS did

all of that.

Q. That's why they came down; right?
A. I believe so.
Q. And who was collecting hair? Did you see anybody

collect hair?
A. I didn't.
Q. Who was doing fingerprint 1lifts? Anybody? In

that -- I'm just talking about the room where the body was.
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A, I didn't see anybody doing fingerprints while I
was there.

Q. Okay. So 1if this piece of molding, for example,
could have been a weapon -- I mean, I know you said you
didn't think of it, but as you sit here now, looking back, it
could have been; right?

A. It could have been.

Q. Okay. Would it have made sense to suggest to
somebody that they process this for blood, DNA, fingerprints
and hair? These are all items of forensic evidence that
might be contained on this one item; right?

Al Yes.

Q. Do you know what happened to the analysis of this
item, 3251, this piece of molding?

A. I don't.

Q. Okay. I think other people will tell us.

Next to that white plastic bottle there
was a red rubber ball.
Do you remember that?

A. I don't recall that.

Q. Okay. If I showed you a photograph, would that
help you remember?

A. Probably.

Q. We'll get that photograph out, and we'll take a

look at it in awhile.
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didn't see the ball, so you don't know if you saw blood on

it; right?
A. Correct.
Q. We've had some questions about people who saw

gomething or something they didn't see. Let me show you
32 -- I'm sorry, 2325. This is in evidence.
You've been to this place, right, on

July 3, 20087

A. "This place" meaning the --

Q. The place in the photograph.

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. And I'm not going to take the time now to

set up the screen, but you can see Carol Kennedy's head in
that photograph; can you not?

A. It appears the top of her head, yes.

Q. And you can see the white plastic bottle we just

spoke about; right?

A. Yes.

Q. And you can see the red rubber ball; right?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. You didn't collect the red rubber ball,
either?

A. I did not.

Q. Okay. We'll see that in just a moment.

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Do you see any evidence that that red
rubber ball has blood on it, from this photograph, 23257

A. From this photograph I can't specifically see it,
no.

Q. It would have made sense to pick it up and look at
it; right? 1It's maybe six inches from Carol Kennedy's head?

A. Six inches to a foot, possibly.

Q. Six inches to a foot. 1Is that right?

And in this photograph, 2325, you can see
that piece of corner molding, just the end of it; right?

A. Yes.

Q. Looks like her head's lying right on top of it,
doesn't it, in this photograph?

A. It's tough to tell in this photograph. It's
definitely -- the hair is definitely touching it. It's hard
to tell whether the head is or not.

MR. BUINER: Could I see that please,
Mr. Sears?

BY MR. SEARS:

Q. Was there anything else under the victim's body
that you collected after the body was removed? You could see
where the body was; right? You could see the blood?

A. No.

Q. No, you couldn't see it or no, you collected
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nothing?

A, No, I did not collect anything else underneath the
body once it was removed.

Q. Okay. Tell me about this checkbook cover that was
next to the body. What did you see on that?

A, It just appeared to be a white checkbook cover.
Possibly plastic or Naugahyde, something like that. And it

appeared to be empty.

Q. Did you open it up and look at it?
A. I'm sure I did on scene once I picked it up.
Q. So there was nothing inside of it. It was just

the cover?

A. There was nothing in the middle where checks would
generally be. There may have been things in the -- the
pockets, the plastic pockets on the inside.

Q. Did you seize any blank checks or deposit slips
from that room that day?

A, I don't believe I did. I'm almost certain I did
not.

Q. Okay. Do you have all of the supplements for that
search in your records there?

A. Yes. I think I do.

Q. Can you take a minute and look through them and
see 1f you see any checks or check deposit slips among the

items seized pursuant to the warrant on July 3, 2008, at the
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Bridle Path location.
